An ESA Recovery Plan serve as a conservation road map to 
remove species units (ESUôs) from the ESA T/E list.  Plans 
include:

Å Biological goals for population extinction risk levels (desired status) 
to meet biological delisting criteria for the ESU 

Å Measurable biological and listing factor criteria for determining when 
species unit should be removed from the ESA T/E list

Å Specific actions to meet biological goals and address listing factors 
to meet delisting goal (achieving recovery)

Å Estimates of cost and schedules for implementation of those actions

Å Fundamental reliance on existing plans that have regulatory 
responsibilities and implementable actions (BiOpôs, TMDL plans, 
etc.)

Å Fundamental reliance on voluntary implementation of other actions

A NMFS Biological Opinion assists federal agencies (AAôs) in 

ensuring that their activities are not likely to:

Å jeopardize the continued existence of listed species

Å result in the destruction or adverse modification of critical habitat, 

and that designated critical habitat is likely to remain or become 

functional to serve the intended conservation role for the species in 

the near and long term.  

The remanded Willamette BiOp (2008) provided the AAôs with 

RPAôsto avoid jeopardy and adversely modifying critical 

habitat for listed UWR Chinook and steelhead

Å RPAôs are within the scope of the AA legal authority and are 

determined to be economically and technically feasible

Å Build on existing modifications and studies by including on-the-

ground measures, with deadlines
